1. Monday: Rest

2. Tuesday: Easy run (3 miles)

3. Wednesday: Short intervals or strides to maintain speed
4. Thursday: Easy run (2-3 miles)

5. Friday: Rest

6. Saturday: Short long run (4-5 miles)

7. Sunday: Rest or light recovery run

Key Training Components Explained
