EXPLORING VERB PHRASES

VERB PHRASES ARE EQUALLY IMPORTANT IN SENTENCE CONSTRUCTION, CONSISTING OF A MAIN VERB ALONG WITH AUXILIARY
(HELPING) VERBS AND ANY MODIFIERS OR COMPLEMENTS. THEY EXPRESS ACTIONS, STATES, OR OCCURRENCES AND ARE KEY TO
