Rather, Chisholm arrived at her Black feminism on her own path, making signature contributions to
U.S. politics as an inventor and practitioner of Black feminist power—the vantage point centering
Black girls and women in the movement that sought to transform political power into a broadly
democratic force. Anastasia C. Curwood interweaves Chisholm’s public image, political



commitments, and private experiences to create a definitive account of a consequential life. In so
doing, Curwood suggests new truths for understanding the social movements of Chisholm’s time and
the opportunities she forged for herself through multicultural, multigenerational, and cross-gender
coalition building.
