Tools Needed

Place the measuring tape around your head, about one inch (2.5 cm) above1.
your eyebrows and ears, which is the widest part of the head.

Ensure the tape is level all the way around and snug but not tight.2.

Note the measurement in centimeters or inches.3.

If using a string, mark the length then measure it against a ruler.4.

This measurement corresponds to the helmet size you should look for when
shopping.
