Peisetaerus,
unlike Socrates, is successful: he is establishing a just polis and cosmos and, therefore, must be
victorious. But the consequence or cost of this success is illustrated through the Bird Chorus. After
the polis is founded, the birds never again sing of their musical reciprocity with the Muses, the
source of melodies for men. The birds are now political and the policemen of human beings. The
sophist-run cosmos has lost its music. The new Zeus is an ugly bird-mutant. The gods and all nomoi
have lost their beauty, honor, and reverential nature. Birds, in its finale, hilariously, but
boldlyilluminates the inherent tension between philosophy (reason) and poetry (divinely-inspired
tradition).
