Polygons

Sum of interior angles = (n - 2) × 180°, where n = number of sides

Measure of each interior angle (regular polygon) = [(n - 2) × 180°] / n

Perimeter = n × side length

Area and Perimeter Formulas

Area Formulas
Area calculation varies depending on the shape. Below are standard formulas for common
figures.

Surface Area Formulas

Cube: Surface area = 6 × side²

Cylinder: Surface area = 2πr(h + r)

Cone: Surface area = πr(l + r), where l = slant height

Coordinate Geometry Formulas
Coordinate geometry combines algebra and geometry to study geometric figures using a
coordinate plane.

Distance Formula
The distance between two points in the coordinate plane is found using the distance
formula derived from the Pythagorean theorem.

Trigonometry in Geometry

Basic Trigonometric Ratios
