o AU PIED — HeeL: COMMANDS THE DOG TO WALK CLOSELY BESIDE THE HANDLER’S LEG.



DeBouT — STAND: INSTRUCTS THE DOG TO STAND UP FROM A SITTING OR LYING POSITION.

Donne - GIVE/DROP IT: TELLS THE DOG TO RELEASE AN OBJECT FROM ITS MOUTH.

APPORTE — FETCH: COMMANDS THE DOG TO RETRIEVE AN ITEM AND BRING IT BACK.

SILENCE - QUIET: INSTRUCTS THE DOG TO STOP BARKING OR MAKING NOISE.
