APPROXIMATELY AS [[F] NUJ], WITH THE EMPHASIS ON THE LAST SYLLABLE. FRENCH PHONETICS REQUIRE THE SOFT ‘G’ SOUND
FOLLOWED BY THE NASAL VOWEL 'EN’, AND THE 'OUILLE’ SOUND WHICH RESEMBLES THE ENGLISH “WE”. PRACTICING THE
PRONUNCIATION AIDS IN BOTH SPEAKING AND UNDERSTANDING SPOKEN FRENCH WHEN DISCUSSING FROGS.

FROGS HOLD A NOTABLE PLACE IN FRENCH CULTURE, LITERATURE, AND FOLKLORE. Beyonp LANGUAGE, FROGS SYMBOLIZE

FROGS IN FRENCH LITERATURE AND FABLES

ONE OF THE MOST FAMOUS CULTURAL REFERENCES IS JEAN DE LA FONTAINE’S FABLE “LLA GRENOUILLE QUI SE VEUT FAIRE AUSSI
GrOSSE QUE LE B UF” (“THE FrRoG WHO WISHED TO BE AS BIG AS THE Ox”). THIS STORY IMPARTS MORAL LESSONS ABOUT
PRIDE AND AMBITION. FROGS ALSO APPEAR FREQUENTLY IN FRENCH CHILDREN'S STORIES, EMPHASIZING THEIR ROLE AS FAMILIAR
AND SYMBOLIC CREATURES WITHIN FRENCH HERITAGE.

FrRoGs As CULTURAL SyMBoLS

IN FRENCH CULTURE, FROGS CAN SYMBOLIZE TRANSFORMATION AND ADAPTABILITY DUE TO THEIR LIFE CYCLE STAGES FROM
TADPOLE TO ADULT FROG. THE CREATURE ALSO FEATURES IN CULINARY TRADITIONS, NOTABLY THROUGH THE DISH " CUISSES DE
