In envisioning
for us the life and impact of Emmanuel Edeh, Nigerian and global servant leader, Dr. Amah gives
hope to the people of every continent, and in fact helps us reach as global citizens for one another in
hope and love and good service. This hope is established first in the person, then the collective, and
finally the world. Peter Amah has given us a guide to that hope, and placed in our hands the gift that
leads us from the despair of the past to a future graced by discernment and love.”
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
