During the year, they
travel extensively throughout Spain and Portugal. At the end of their time in Spain, they make a
month long trip beginning in North Africa, passing through France, Italy, Austria and both East and
West Germany. From 1960 to 1963, Neal has his tour as a member of the Military Academy faculty.
The Superintendent of the Academy is Major General William Westmoreland and Neal becomes one
of Westmorelands tennis playing partners. Jo Ann returns to work as a government employee.
However, after a year, she becomes pregnant and leaves the workforce. Unfortunately, she loses the
baby while Neal is traveling in Mexico. After she recovers, the Creightons decide to adopt. Shortly
before their three years at West Point are up, they succeed in adopting a six-week old daughter
whom they name Linda.

Before this evacuation takes place, Neal becomes
seriously ill and is evacuated to the U.S. Army hospital in Puerto Rico. Jo Ann accompanies Neal
because of the seriousness of his illness.
