This composition ensures

a balanced perspective between professional expertise and public protection.

The board's primary responsibilities include establishing rules and regulations, reviewing licensure

applications, investigating complaints, and enforcing disciplinary actions when necessary. It meets

regularly to discuss regulatory issues, review applications, and address concerns related to physical

therapy practice in the state.

Board Composition and Governance

The Indiana Board of Physical Therapy consists typically of seven members, including five licensed

physical therapists and two public members. Board members serve staggered terms to maintain

continuity and are required to have a thorough understanding of physical therapy laws and regulations.

The board operates according to Indiana Code Title 25, Article 27, which outlines the legal framework

for physical therapy practice.

Mission and Regulatory Authority

The mission of the Indiana Board of Physical Therapy is to protect the health, safety, and welfare of

the public by ensuring that licensed physical therapists and physical therapist assistants provide

competent and ethical care. The board enforces compliance with the Physical Therapy Practice Act

and related administrative rules, granting it authority to issue, renew, suspend, or revoke licenses as

appropriate.



Licensing Requirements and Procedures

legally practice physical therapy in Indiana. The licensing process verifies that applicants have met

educational, examination, and ethical standards necessary to deliver safe and effective physical

therapy services.

Educational Prerequisites

transcripts and verifies that the educational credentials meet Indiana’s standards.

Examinations and Application Process

Prospective licensees must pass the National Physical Therapy Examination (NPTE) administered by

the Federation of State Boards of Physical Therapy (FSBPT). In addition to the NPTE, applicants must

complete and submit an application form, provide proof of education, pass a jurisprudence exam

covering Indiana laws and regulations, and pay the applicable fees. Background checks and

fingerprinting may also be required.

Licensure by Endorsement and Temporary Permits

The Indiana Board of Physical Therapy allows licensure by endorsement for practitioners already

licensed in another state, provided they meet Indiana’s requirements. Temporary permits may be

issued to graduates awaiting NPTE results or during the application review period, enabling them to

practice under supervision for a limited time.



Continuing Education and Professional Development

To maintain licensure, physical therapists and physical therapist assistants in Indiana must comply with

continuing education (CE) requirements set by the board. These requirements ensure that practitioners

remain current with evolving clinical practices and maintain high professional standards.

Continuing Education Requirements

Licensees are required to complete a minimum of 20 contact hours of continuing education every two

years as part of their license renewal process. Of these, at least 10 hours must be in courses related

to clinical practice, while the remainder may cover ethics, jurisprudence, or other relevant topics. The

board approves providers and courses to ensure quality and relevance.

Documentation and Audit Process

Licensees must retain certificates of completion for all CE activities and submit documentation upon

request during random audits conducted by the board. Failure to meet continuing education

requirements can result in license suspension or other disciplinary actions.

Regulatory Compliance and Practice Standards

The Indiana Board of Physical Therapy establishes clear practice standards and ethical guidelines to

ensure that physical therapists provide safe, effective, and professional care. Compliance with these

standards is mandatory for all licensed practitioners within the state.

Scope of Practice

The board defines the scope of physical therapy practice, including patient evaluation, treatment

interventions, and discharge planning. Physical therapists must adhere to evidence-based practices



and comply with state laws governing patient confidentiality, informed consent, and documentation.

Ethical and Professional Conduct

Filing a Complaint

Any individual may file a complaint against a physical therapist or physical therapist assistant licensed

in Indiana. Complaints typically involve allegations of unprofessional conduct, incompetence, substance

abuse, or violation of state regulations. The board reviews all complaints and initiates investigations as

warranted.

Investigation and Hearing Procedures

Upon receiving a complaint, the board may conduct an investigation involving interviews, document

review, and expert consultation. If sufficient evidence is found, formal disciplinary proceedings are

initiated. Licensees have the right to a hearing where they can present their defense before the board

makes a final determination.



Possible Disciplinary Actions

Disciplinary measures can range from reprimands and fines to suspension or revocation of licensure.

The board may also impose probationary conditions, require additional education, or mandate

treatment for substance abuse. All disciplinary actions are recorded and accessible to the public to

promote transparency.
