THE POLITICAL MAP OF OCEANIA REFLECTS A COMPLEX MOSAIC OF NATIONS AND TERRITORIES DISPERSED ACROSS A VAST
EXPANSE OF THE PACIFIC OCEAN. OCEANIA ENCOMPASSES AUSTRALASIA, MELANESIA, MICRONESIA, AND POLYNESIA, EACH
SUBREGION CONTAINING COUNTRIES AND TERRITORIES WITH DISTINCT POLITICAL STATUSES. THE GEOGRAPHIC ISOLATION OF
MANY ISLAND NATIONS CONTRIBUTES TO THEIR UNIQUE POLITICAL IDENTITIES. THE REGION SPANS FROM THE LARGE CONTINENTAL
LANDMASS OF AUSTRALIA TO TINY CORAL ATOLLS AND VOLCANIC ISLANDS, MAKING THE POLITICAL BOUNDARIES DIVERSE AND
SOMETIMES CHALLENGING TO DELINEATE. THE POLITICAL DIVISIONS ARE OFTEN INFLUENCED BY HISTORICAL COLONIAL POWERS,
INDIGENOUS GOVERNANCE SYSTEMS, AND CONTEMPORARY INTERNATIONAL AGREEMENTS. THE POLITICAL MAP HIGHLIGHTS
SOVEREIGN STATES, TERRITORIES UNDER THE ADMINISTRATION OF OTHER COUNTRIES, AND DISPUTED AREAS, PROVIDING A
COMPREHENSIVE VIEW OF THE REGION’S GOVERNANCE STRUCTURE.

GEOGRAPHICAL SCOPE AND BOUNDARIES

OCEANIA COVERS AN EXTENSIVE AREA OF THE PACIFIC OCEAN, INCLUDING THOUSANDS OF ISLANDS AND ARCHIPELAGOS. IT IS
GENERALLY DIVIDED INTO FOUR MAJOR SUBREGIONS:

o AUSTRALASIA: COMPRISING AUSTRALIA, NEwW ZEALAND, AND NEIGHBORING ISLANDS.

* MELANESIA: INCLUDING PAPUA NEW GUINEA, FIJI, SOLOMON ISLANDS, AND V ANUATU.

MICRONESIA: CONSISTING OF SMALL ISLAND NATIONS SUCH AS THE FEDERATED STATES OF MICRONESIA, PALAU, AND
THE MARSHALL ISLANDS.

PoLYNESIA: ENCOMPASSING SAMOA, TONGA, TUVALU, AND FRENCH POLYNESIA, AMONG OTHERS.

THESE SUBREGIONS ARE MARKED DISTINCTLY ON THE POLITICAL MAP OF OCEANIA, EACH DEMONSTRATING VARIED POLITICAL
AFFILIATIONS AND GOVERNANCE SYSTEMS.



MAIN COUNTRIES AND TERRITORIES IN OCEANIA

THE POLITICAL MAP OF OCEANIA FEATURES A WIDE ARRAY OF COUNTRIES AND TERRITORIES, RANGING FROM LARGE, INDEPENDENT

SOVEREIGN STATES

e AUSTRALIA: THE LARGEST COUNTRY IN OCEANIA, A FEDERAL PARLIAMENTARY DEMOCRACY WITH SIX STATES AND TWO
TERRITORIES.

o NEw ZEALAND: A UNITARY PARLIAMENTARY DEMOCRACY CONSISTING OF TWO MAIN ISLANDS AND SEVERAL SMALLER
ONES.

o Papua NEw GUINEA: LOCATED IN MELANESIA, IT IS AN INDEPENDENT PARLIAMENTARY DEMOCRACY WITH A SIGNIFICANT
DEGREE OF CULTURAL DIVERSITY.

® Fyi: AN ISLAND COUNTRY IN MELANESIA WITH A REPUBLICAN FORM OF GOVERNMENT.

o SAMOA: A POLYNESIAN NATION KNOWN FOR ITS PARLIAMENTARY DEMOCRACY AND TRADITIONAL CHIEFLY SYSTEM.

TERRITORIES AND DEPENDENCIES

SEVERAL TERRITORIES AND DEPENDENCIES IN OCEANIA REMAIN UNDER THE JURISDICTION OF COUNTRIES OUTSIDE THE REGION,
INCLUDING:

New CALEDONIA: A SPECIAL COLLECTIVITY OF FRANCE WITH LIMITED AUTONOMY.

GUAM: AN UNINCORPORATED TERRITORY OF THE UNITED STATES IN MICRONESIA.

FRENCH POLYNESIA: AN OVERSEAS COLLECTIVITY OF FRANCE CONSISTING OF NUMEROUS ISLANDS IN POLYNESIA.

AMERICAN SAMOA: AN UNINCORPORATED TERRITORY OF THE UNITED STATES.

NORFOLK ISLAND: AN EXTERNAL TERRITORY OF AUSTRALIA WITH A DEGREE OF SELF-GOVERNANCE.

THE POLITICAL MAP OF OCEANIA CLEARLY DISTINGUISHES THESE TERRITORIES FROM FULLY SOVEREIGN NATIONS, HIGHLIGHTING
THEIR UNIQUE POLITICAL AND ADMINISTRATIVE ARRANGEMENTS.

PoLITiICAL SYSTEMS AND GOVERNANCE IN OCEANIA

THE POLITICAL MAP OF OCEANIA REFLECTS NOT ONLY THE TERRITORIAL BOUNDARIES BUT ALSO THE DIVERSITY OF GOVERNANCE
SYSTEMS PRESENT THROUGHOUT THE REGION. FROM FEDERAL DEMOCRACIES TO TRADITIONAL MONARCHIES AND PARLIAMENTARY
REPUBLICS, OCEANIA ENCOMPASSES A WIDE RANGE OF POLITICAL FRAMEWORKS.



DEMOCRATIC SYSTEMS

MANY COUNTRIES IN OCEANIA OPERATE UNDER DEMOCRATIC PRINCIPLES, OFTEN MODELED AFTER \WESTERN-STYLE
PARLIAMENTARY SYSTEMS. AUSTRALIA AND NEW ZEALAND ARE PRIME EXAMPLES OF STABLE DEMOCRACIES WITH ELECTED
PARLIAMENTS AND CONSTITUTIONAL MONARCHIES RECOGNIZING THE BRITISH MONARCH AS THE HEAD OF STATE. PAPUA NEW
GUINEA AND FIji ALSO FUNCTION UNDER PARLIAMENT ARY SYSTEMS, THOUGH EACH HAS UNIQUE ADAPTATIONS INFLUENCED BY
LOCAL CULTURES AND HISTORIES.

TRADITIONAL AND INDIGENOUS GOVERNANCE

IN SEVERAL OCEANIC STATES, TRADITIONAL GOVERNANCE STRUCTURES COEXIST WITH MODERN POLITICAL INSTITUTIONS.
SAMOA INTEGRATES ITS CHIEFLY SYSTEM, KNOWN AS THE FA/AMATAI, INTO ITS NATIONAL GOVERNANCE, WHERE VILLAGE CHIEFS
HAVE SIGNIFICANT AUTHORITY. SIMILARLY/ MANY MELANESIAN SOCIETIES MAINTAIN CUSTOMARY LEADERSHIP ROLES THAT
INFLUENCE DECISION-MAKING AT LOCAL AND NATIONAL LEVELS. THIS BLENDING OF TRADITIONAL AND CONTEMPORARY
GOVERNANCE IS A DISTINCTIVE FEATURE OF THE POLITICAL MAP OF OCEANIA.

AUTONOMOUS TERRITORIES AND SPECIAL STATUS

SOME TERRITORIES IN OCEANIA ENJOY VARIOUS DEGREES OF AUTONOMY. FOR INSTANCE, New CALEDONIA HAS A UNIQUE
POLITICAL STATUS THAT ALLOWS EXTENSIVE LOCAL GOVERNANCE WHILE REMAINING UNDER FRENCH SOVEREIGNTY. THE
POLITICAL ARRANGEMENTS OF SUCH TERRITORIES ARE OFTEN THE RESULT OF NEGOTIATIONS BETWEEN LOCAL POPULATIONS AND
ADMINISTERING COUNTRIES, DEPICTED CLEARLY ON THE POLITICAL MAP OF OCEANIA.

ReGIONAL ORGANIZATIONS AND COOPERATION

BEYOND INDIVIDUAL POLITICAL ENTITIES, OCEANIA’S POLITICAL MAP IS SHAPED BY REGIONAL COOPERATION AND
ORGANIZATIONS THAT ADDRESS SHARED CONCERNS AND PROMOTE UNITY. THESE ORGANIZATIONS INFLUENCE POLITICAL
RELATIONSHIPS AND DEVELOPMENT STRATEGIES ACROSS THE REGION.

PAciFic IsLANDS ForuUM

THE PACIFIC ISLANDS FORUM IS A KEY INTERGOVERNMENTAL ORGANIZATION THAT FOSTERS COOPERATION AMONG OCEANIC
COUNTRIES. |T INCLUDES MOST SOVEREIGN STATES AND TERRITORIES IN THE REGION, FOCUSING ON ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT,
SECURITY, AND ENVIRONMENTAL SUSTAINABILITY. THE FORUM’S ROLE IS VITAL IN COORDINATING POLICIES AND RESPONDING TO
REGIONAL CHALLENGES.

MELANESIAN SPEARHEAD GROUP

THIS SUBREGIONAL ORGANIZATION CONSISTS OF MELANESIAN COUNTRIES SUCH AS Fui, PAPUA NEw GUINEA, SOLOMON
ISLANDS, VANUATU, AND THE KANAK SOCIALIST NATIONAL LIBERATION FRONT FROM NEw CALEDONIA. IT PROMOTES
POLITICAL DIALOGUE, ECONOMIC COOPERATION, AND CULTURAL EXCHANGE AMONG ITS MEMBERS, REFLECTING THE POLITICAL
MAP’S MELANESIAN SEGMENT.

OTHER REGIONAL ENTITIES

ADDITIONAL ORGANIZATIONS INCLUDE THE POLYNESIAN LEADERS GROUP AND MICRONESIAN PRESIDENTS” SUMMIT, WHICH
ENCOURAGE COLLABORATION WITHIN THEIR RESPECTIVE SUBREGIONS. THESE BODIES REINFORCE THE POLITICAL MAP OF OCEANIA
BY REPRESENTING COLLECTIVE INTERESTS AND ENHANCING REGIONAL SOLIDARITY.



CHALLENGES AND GEOPOLITICAL IsSUES IN OCEANIA

THE POLITICAL MAP OF OCEANIA ALSO HIGHLIGHTS ONGOING CHALLENGES AND GEOPOLITICAL ISSUES AFFECTING THE REGION.
THESE INCLUDE TERRITORIAL DISPUTES, CLIMATE CHANGE IMPACTS, AND EXTERNAL INFLUENCES FROM GLOBAL POWERS.

TerrRITORIAL DISPUTES

SEVERAL TERRITORIAL DISPUTES EXIST IN OCEANIA, OFTEN INVOLVING MARITIME BOUNDARIES AND ISLAND SOVEREIGNTY. SOME
DISPUTES ARISE FROM COLONIAL-ERA AGREEMENTS, WHILE OTHERS RELATE TO ACCESS TO NATURAL RESOURCES. THESE
CONFLICTS INFLUENCE DIPLOMATIC RELATIONS AND ARE IMPORTANT FEATURES ON THE POLITICAL MAP OF OCEANIA.

CLiMATE CHANGE AND ENVIRONMENTAL CONCERNS

MANY ISLAND NATIONS IN OCEANIA FACE EXISTENTIAL THREATS FROM RISING SEA LEVELS AND NATURAL DISASTERS. POLITICAL
RESPONSES TO CLIMATE CHANGE ARE CRITICAL FOR THESE VULNERABLE STATES, AFFECTING NATIONAL POLICIES AND
INTERNATIONAL NEGOTIATIONS. THE POLITICAL MAP UNDERSCORES THE STRATEGIC IMPORTANCE OF THESE NATIONS IN GLOBAL
ENVIRONMENTAL DISCUSSIONS.

INFLUENCE OF EXTERNAL POWERS

ARE THERE DISPUTED TERRITORIES SHOWN ON THE POLITICAL MAP OF OCEANIA?

YES, SOME POLITICAL MAPS MAY INDICATE DISPUTED TERRITORIES OR AREAS WITH OVERLAPPING CLAIMS, SUCH AS CERTAIN
PARTS OF PAPUA NEW GUINEA OR MARITIME BOUNDARIES BETWEEN ISLAND NATIONS.

How FREQUENTLY ARE POLITICAL MAPS OF OCEANIA UPDATED?
