For others, dreams seemed to ease the burden of discernment or decision-making by
raising their degree of confidence towards their resolution or decision. Deepening appreciation of
and growing desire for living spiritually, and learning more about spirituality were indicators of a
developing spiritual intelligence. For most, spiritual growth occurred through knowledge or learning
gained from their dreams. For some, their belief about God s role in their life impacted their
experience of the Divine in their dreams.Finally, the study showed that individuals are not always
aware of what had helped them, suggesting a subconscious process at work in both discernment and
decision-making. The study affirmed a triadic link between dreams, discernment, and spiritual
intelligence among people involved in spiritual dreamwork. It demonstrated ways by which the
discernment process can build confidence in people who are turning to their dreams for guidance in
a spiritual context.
