COLLABORATING WITH LOCAL SCHOOLS, ADMINISTRATORS, AND COMMUNITY STAKEHOLDERS, THE AGENCY STRIVES TO CREATE
A COHESIVE EDUCATIONAL ENVIRONMENT. THE AGENCY'S COMMITMENT TO EQUITY ENSURES THAT ALL STUDENTS, REGARDLESS
OF BACKGROUND OR ABILITY, RECEIVE APPROPRIATE SUPPORT AND RESOURCES. |TS GEOGRAPHIC COVERAGE INCLUDES URBAN,
SUBURBAN, AND RURAL SCHOOLS, REFLECTING A BROAD DEMOGRAPHIC LANDSCAPE.

SPECIAL EDUCATION SERVICES

AGENCY ENSURES COMPLIANCE WITH FEDERAL AND STATE MANDATES WHILE PROMOTING INCLUSIVE CLASSROOM ENVIRONMENTS.



EARLY CHILDHOOD EDUCATION

THE AGENCY SUPPORTS EARLY LEARNERS THROUGH PROGRAMS THAT FOCUS ON READINESS SKILLS, DEVELOPMENTAL SCREENINGS,
AND FAMILY ENGAGEMENT INITIATIVES. EARLY CHILDHOOD EDUCATION SERVICES AIM TO PREPARE YOUNG CHILDREN FOR
