ENROLLMENT PROCESS AND ELIGIBILITY

ELiGBILITY REQUIREMENTS

TO QUALIFY FOR ENROLLMENT, CHILDREN MUST BE FOUR YEARS OLD BY A SPECIFIED DATE, TYPICALLY SEPTEMBER 1 OF THE
SCHOOL YEAR. FAMILIES RESIDING IN THE NORTHERN SAN ANTONIO AREA ARE PRIORITIZED. THE PROGRAM ALSO TARGETS
CHILDREN FROM LOW -INCOME HOUSEHOLDS TO PROMOTE EDUCATIONAL EQUITY. DOCUMENTATION SUCH AS PROOF OF AGE AND
RESIDENCY IS REQUIRED DURING APPLICATION.

APPLICATION AND REGISTRATION STEPS

THE APPLICATION PROCESS USUALLY OPENS SEVERAL MONTHS BEFORE THE SCHOOL YEAR BEGINS. PARENTS OR GUARDIANS
MUST COMPLETE AN APPLICATION FORM AND SUBMIT NECESSARY DOCUMENTS TO THE EDUCATION CENTER OR ONLINE PORTAL.
FoLLowING SUBMISSION, FAMILIES MAY BE NOTIFIED OF ACCEPTANCE AND PROVIDED WITH ORIENTATION INFORMATION. W AITING
LISTS MAY BE IMPLEMENTED IF DEMAND EXCEEDS AV AILABLE SPOTS.

No, Pre K 4 SA IS A PUBLICLY FUNDED PROGRAM, SO THERE IS NO COST FOR ELIGIBLE CHILDREN TO ATTEND THE NORTH
