THE PRESCOTT HUMANE SOCIETY IS A DEDICATED ANIMAL WELFARE ORGANIZATION FOCUSED ON RESCUING AND REHOMING DOGS
AND OTHER ANIMALS IN NORTHERN ARIZONA. ESTABLISHED TO PROVIDE SHELTER, MEDICAL CARE, AND REHABILITATION TO
HOMELESS AND SURRENDERED PETS, THE ORGANIZATION OPERATES WITH THE MISSION OF FINDING PERMANENT, LOVING HOMES FOR
ANIMALS IN NEED. THE SHELTER PLACES A STRONG EMPHASIS ON RESPONSIBLE PET OWNERSHIP AND COMMUNITY EDUCATION TO
REDUCE ANIMAL HOMELESSNESS. PRESCOTT HUMANE SOCIETY DOGS FOR ADOPTION RECEIVE THOROUGH HEALTH EVALUATIONS,
VACCINATIONS, AND BEHAVIORAL ASSESSMENTS TO ENSURE THEY ARE READY FOR THEIR NEW FAMILIES. THE FACILITY ALSO
OFFERS VOLUNTEER OPPORTUNITIES AND COMMUNITY PROGRAMS TO SUPPORT ANIMAL WELFARE.

MisSION AND SERVICES

THE PRIMARY MISSION OF THE PRESCOTT HUMANE SOCIETY IS TO PREVENT ANIMAL CRUELTY AND ABANDONMENT BY PROVIDING
SHELTER, MEDICAL TREATMENT, AND EVENTUAL ADOPTION FOR DOGS AND OTHER ANIMALS. THE SHELTER OFFERS SPAY/NEUTER
SERVICES, MICROCHIPPING, AND EDUCATIONAL OUTREACH TO PROMOTE RESPONSIBLE PET CARE. IN ADDITION TO ADOPTION
SERVICES, THE ORGANIZATION PROVIDES LOST AND FOUND ASSISTANCE, PET RETENTION PROGRAMS, AND COMMUNITY EVENTS TO
RAISE AW ARENESS ABOUT ANIMAL WELFARE ISSUES.

FACILITY AND STAFF

THE PRESCOTT HUMANE SOCIETY FEATURES A MODERN, CLEAN, AND WELL-EQUIPPED FACILITY DESIGNED TO MEET THE NEEDS OF
ITS CANINE RESIDENTS. THE STAFF INCLUDES TRAINED ANIMAL CARE PROFESSIONALS, VETERINARIANS, AND VOLUNTEERS WHO
\WORK TOGETHER TO PROVIDE COMPREHENSIVE CARE. EACH DOG RECEIVES INDIVIDUALIZED ATTENTION, INCLUDING SOCIALIZATION
AND ENRICHMENT ACTIVITIES, TO PREPARE THEM FOR ADOPTION AND INTEGRATION INTO FAMILY LIFE.

PRESCOTT HUMANE SOCIETY DOGS FOR ADOPTION COME IN A WIDE VARIETY OF BREEDS, SIZES, AGES, AND TEMPERAMENTS,
CATERING TO DIVERSE ADOPTER PREFERENCES AND LIFESTYLES. FROM PLAYFUL PUPPIES TO CALM SENIOR DOGS, THE SHELTER
STRIVES TO MATCH PETS WITH SUITABLE HOMES BASED ON COMPATIBILITY AND NEEDS. THE AVAILABILITY OF MIXED BREED DOGS
AND PUREBREDS ENSURES OPTIONS FOR THOSE SEEKING SPECIFIC CHARACTERISTICS OR FAMILY COMPANIONS.

BREED AND SizE V ARIATIONS

THE SHELTER OFTEN HOUSES A RANGE OF BREEDS, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO L ABRADOR RETRIEVERS, GERMAN SHEPHERDS/
CHIHUAHUAS, TERRIEES, AND MIXED BREEDS. DOGS VARY IN SIZE FROM SMALL TO LARGE, ALLOWING PROSPECTIVE ADOPTERS TO
SELECT A DOG THAT FITS THEIR LIVING ENVIRONMENT AND ACTIVITY LEVEL. BREED-SPECIFIC NEEDS AND TENDENCIES ARE
CONSIDERED DURING THE ADOPTION PROCESS TO OPTIMIZE PLACEMENT SUCCESS.

AGE AND TEMPERAMENT

DOGS AVAILABLE FOR ADOPTION SPAN ALL AGE GROUPS, INCLUDING PUPPIES, YOUNG ADULTS, AND SENIORS. PUPPIES TEND TO
REQUIRE MORE TRAINING AND SOCIALIZATION, WHILE ADULT DOGS MAY ALREADY HAVE ESTABLISHED BEHAVIORS AND TRAINING.
SENIOR DOGS OFTEN OFFER A CALM DEMEANOR AND MAKE EXCELLENT COMPANIONS FOR QUIETER HOUSEHOLDS. BEHAVIORAL
ASSESSMENTS HELP IDENTIFY DOGS WITH SPECIAL NEEDS OR SPECIFIC PERSONALITY TRAITS, WHICH ASSISTS ADOPTERS IN
FINDING THE BEST MATCH.

HeaLTH AND SpeciAL Neeps DoGs

MANY PRESCOTT HUMANE SOCIETY DOGS FOR ADOPTION ARE IN GOOD HEALTH, HAVING RECEIVED VETERINARY CARE AND
VACCINATIONS. SOME DOGS MAY HAVE SPECIAL MEDICAL OR BEHAVIORAL NEEDS REQUIRING ADDITIONAL CARE OR TRAINING. THE
SHELTER PROVIDES FULL DISCLOSURE OF ANY SUCH CONDITIONS TO ENSURE ADOPTERS ARE FULLY INFORMED AND PREPARED TO
PROVIDE APPROPRIATE CARE AND SUPPORT.

THE ADOPTION PROCESS

ADOPTING A DOG FROM THE PRESCOTT HUMANE SOCIETY INVOLVES SEVERAL STEPS DESIGNED TO ENSURE RESPONSIBLE
PLACEMENTS AND LONG-TERM SUCCESS. THE PROCESS PRIORITIZES MATCHING DOGS WITH FAMILIES CAPABLE OF MEETING THEIR
NEEDS AND PROVIDING A LOVING ENVIRONMENT.

APPLICATION AND SCREENING

PROSPECTIVE ADOPTERS BEGIN BY COMPLETING AN ADOPTION APPLICATION, WHICH INCLUDES QUESTIONS ABOUT LIFESTYLE,
LIVING SITUATION, AND EXPERIENCE WITH PETS. THIS INFORMATION HELPS SHELTER STAFF RECOMMEND SUITABLE DOGS. A
SCREENING PROCESS FOLLOWS, WHICH MAY INCLUDE INTERVIEWS AND REFERENCE CHECKS TO VERIFY READINESS FOR DOG
OWNERSHIP.

MeeT AND GREET

AFTER INITIAL APPROVAL, ADOPTERS HAVE THE OPPORTUNITY TO MEET THE DOGS THEY ARE INTERESTED IN. THIS VISIT
ALLOWS FOR INTERACTION AND EVALUATION OF COMPATIBILITY BETWEEN THE DOG AND ADOPTER. STAFF MEMBERS PROVIDE
INSIGHTS INTO THE DOG'S PERSONALITY, BEHAVIOR, AND CARE NEEDS DURING THESE MEETINGS.



ADOPTION FEES AND PAPERWORK

ONCE A MATCH IS MADE, ADOPTERS COMPLETE THE NECESSARY PAPERWORK AND PAY AN ADOPTION FEE. THIS FEE TYPICALLY
COVERS VETERINARY CARE, VACCINATIONS, SPAYING OR NEUTERING, MICROCHIPPING, AND OTHER SHELTER EXPENSES. THE
PRESCOTT HUMANE SOCIETY ENSURES THAT EVERY ADOPTION FEE IS REINVESTED INTO ANIMAL CARE PROGRAMS AND SHELTER
OPERATIONS.

PREPARING FOR YOUR New DoG

BRINGING A PRESCOTT HUMANE SOCIETY DOG FOR ADOPTION INTO THE HOME REQUIRES PREPARATION TO CREATE A SAFE,
WELCOMING ENVIRONMENT. PROPER PLANNING HELPS EASE THE TRANSITION FOR THE DOG AND SUPPORTS SUCCESSFUL
INTEGRATION.

HoMe SETuP AND SUPPLIES

ESSENTIAL SUPPLIES INCLUDE A COMFORTABLE BED, FOOD AND WATER DISHES, HIGH-QUALITY DOG FOOD, TOYS, GROOMING
TOOLS, AND A SECURE COLLAR WITH IDENTIFICATION TAGS. DESIGNATING A QUIET AREA FOR THE DOG TO SETTLE IN IS HELPFUL
DURING THE INITIAL ADJUSTMENT PERIOD.

TRAINING AND SOCIALIZATION

TRAINING IS CRITICAL FOR BUILDING A POSITIVE RELATIONSHIP AND ENSURING GOOD BEHAVIOR. BASIC COMMANDS, LEASH
TRAINING, AND SOCIALIZATION WITH OTHER PETS AND PEOPLE ARE IMPORTANT COMPONENTS. THE SHELTER MAY OFFER GUIDANCE
OR RECOMMEND TRAINING RESOURCES TO ASSIST NEW OWNERS.

VETERINARY CARE AND HEALTH MAINTENANCE

ALTHOUGH PRESCOTT HUMANE SOCIETY DOGS FOR ADOPTION RECEIVE INITIAL MEDICAL CARE, ADOPTERS SHOULD SCHEDULE A
VETERINARY CHECKUP SOON AFTER ADOPTION. ONGOING HEALTH MAINTENANCE, VACCINATIONS, FLEA AND TICK PREVENTION,
AND DENTAL CARE CONTRIBUTE TO THE DOG’S WELL-BEING.

BENEFITS OF ADOPTING FROM PRESCOTT HUMANE SOCIETY

CHOOSING TO ADOPT A DOG FROM THE PRESCOTT HUMANE SOCIETY OFFERS NUMEROUS ADVANTAGES FOR BOTH PET OWNERS
AND THE COMMUNITY. ADOPTION SUPPORTS ANIMAL WELFARE AND HELPS REDUCE THE NUMBER OF HOMELESS PETS.

SAVING LIVES AND SUPPORTING ANIMAL WELFARE

THIS ENSURES ADOPTERS RECEIVE PETS THAT ARE VETTED FOR COMMON HEALTH ISSUES AND BEHAVIORAL CHALLENGES,
INCREASING THE LIKELIHOOD OF A POSITIVE ADOPTION EXPERIENCE.



COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT AND EDUCATION

ADOPTING FROM THE SHELTER CONNECTS INDIVIDUALS WITH A NETWORK OF ANIMAL LOVERS AND RESOURCES. THE SHELTER
FOSTERS COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT THROUGH EVENTS, VOLUNTEER OPPORTUNITIES, AND EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMS FOCUSED ON
RESPONSIBLE PET OWNERSHIP.

PosT-ADOPTION SUPPORT AND RESOURCES

THE PRESCOTT HUMANE SOCIETY PROVIDES ONGOING SUPPORT TO ADOPTERS TO PROMOTE SUCCESSFUL, LASTING
RELATIONSHIPS BETWEEN DOGS AND THEIR NEW FAMILIES. THIS COMMITMENT HELPS ADDRESS CHALLENGES AND ENSURES THE
\WELL-BEING OF ADOPTED PETS.

FoLLow-UP AND BEHAVIORAL ASSISTANCE

AFTER ADOPTION, SHELTER STAFF OFTEN CONDUCT FOLLOW-UP COMMUNICATIONS TO CHECK ON THE DOG’S ADJUSTMENT.
ASSISTANCE WITH BEHAVIORAL ISSUES, TRAINING ADVICE, AND REFERRALS TO PROFESSIONAL TRAINERS MAY BE OFFERED TO
SUPPORT ADOPTERS.

HeALTH AND WELLNESS RESOURCES

THE SHELTER PROVIDES GUIDANCE ON NUTRITION, VETERINARY CARE, AND PREVENTIVE HEALTH MEASURES. ADOPTERS CAN
ACCESS INFORMATION ABOUT LOCAL VETERINARY CLINICS AND SERVICES TO MAINTAIN THEIR DOG’S HEALTH.

CoMMUNITY AND VOLUNTEER OPPORTUNITIES

ADOPTERS ARE ENCOURAGED TO STAY ENGAGED WITH THE PRESCOTT HUMANE SOCIETY THROUGH VOLUNTEERING, FOSTERING,
OR PARTICIPATING IN COMMUNITY EVENTS. THIS INVOLVEMENT HELPS STRENGTHEN THE BOND BETWEEN THE SHELTER AND THE
COMMUNITY WHILE PROMOTING ANIMAL WELFARE.

THOROUGH HEALTH CHECK BEFORE BEING PLACED FOR ADOPTION TO ENSURE THEY ARE READY FOR THEIR NEWW HOMES.
