Canada boasts a highly educated population, and the
provinces/territories truly value education as evidenced by the significant proportion of public funds
allocated to schooling. Operated by the provinces and territories, participation in kindergarten,
primary, and secondary education is close to 100% across the nation. In addition to offering
traditional academics, secondary education includes opportunities for students to attend technical
and vocational programs. To demonstrate exemplary education systems, the authors examine two
top-performing jurisdictions, Alberta and Ontario, which have developed strong supports for teacher
development. Canadian teachers are highly qualified, and salary scales in all jurisdictions are
typically based on a teacher's level of education and years of experience. While Canada has enjoyed
much educational success, the education of First Nations students has historically been one of the
country's more controversial and contentious issues.
