Interweaving rich
narratives from teachers in a variety of contexts, the book proposes a concept of professional
capability and examines female teachers’ agency to pursue and achieve this in their classrooms. This
key examination challenges existing notions of ‘quality education’ and reveals insights into the
broader purpose of schooling for rural communities. Quality Teaching and the Capability Approach
will be of value to researchers, academics and postgraduate students in education, particularly those
concerned with gender, development and teaching, as well as educationalists and policy makers
concerned with education and development.
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
