TEACHER PAY IN W/ISCONSIN IS INFLUENCED BY A COMBINATION OF STATE FUNDING, LOCAL DISTRICT BUDGETS, AND NEGOTIATED
CONTRACTS BETWEEN SCHOOL DISTRICTS AND TEACHERS’ UNIONS. ON AVERAGE, W ISCONSIN’S PUBLIC SCHOOL TEACHERS EARN
A SALARY THAT REFLECTS THEIR EDUCATION LEVEL, YEARS OF EXPERIENCE, AND THE SPECIFIC DISTRICT IN WHICH THEY \WORK.
SALARIES TYPICALLY INCREASE WITH ADDITIONAL YEARS OF TEACHING AND ATTAINMENT OF HIGHER DEGREES SUCH AS MASTER'S
OR DOCTORAL DEGREES. THE BASE PAY FOR ENTRY-LEVEL TEACHERS GENERALLY FALLS WITHIN COMPETITIVE RANGES COMPARED
TO OTHER MIDWESTERN STATES, THOUGH DISPARITIES EXIST.

ACCORDING TO RECENT DATA, THE AVERAGE ANNUAL SALARY FOR A PUBLIC SCHOOL TEACHER IN \W/ISCONSIN RANGES FROM
APPROXIMATELY $50,000 1o $65,000, DEPENDING ON EXPERIENCE AND LOCATION. THIS SALARY FRAMEWORK IS DESIGNED TO
ATTRACT QUALIFIED EDUCATORS WHILE BALANCING THE FISCAL CONSTRAINTS FACED BY MANY DISTRICTS. FURTHERMORE,
SALARY SCHEDULES ARE OFTEN PUBLICLY AVAILABLE AND SERVE AS A GUIDELINE FOR COMPENSATION PROGRESSION OVER A
TEACHER’S CAREER.

FACTORS AFFECTING TEACHER PAY

SEVERAL KEY FACTORS DETERMINE THE LEVEL OF TEACHER PAY IN \X/ISCONSIN, WITH THE MOST PROMINENT BEING EDUCATION,
EXPERIENCE, AND DISTRICT-SPECIFIC POLICIES. THESE VARIABLES CREATE A COMPLEX LANDSCAPE WHERE SALARIES CAN VARY
SIGNIFICANTLY ACROSS THE STATE.

EbucATION LEVEL

TEACHERS WITH ADVANCED DEGREES, SUCH AS A MASTER’S DEGREE OR HIGHER, GENERALLY RECEIVE HIGHER SALARIES THAN
THOSE WITH ONLY A BACHELOR’S DEGREE. W/ ISCONSIN SCHOOL DISTRICTS OFTEN HAVE SALARY SCHEDULES THAT REWARD
CONTINUING EDUCATION, RECOGNIZING THE INCREASED EXPERTISE AND SKILLS BROUGHT BY ADVANCED QUALIFICATIONS.



YEARS OF EXPERIENCE

EXPERIENCE IS A CRITICAL FACTOR IN DETERMINING TEACHER COMPENSATION. MANY DISTRICTS IMPLEMENT SALARY STEPS THAT
INCREASE PAY INCREMENTALLY FOR EACH YEAR OF SERVICE. THIS INCENTIVIZES RETENTION AND REWARDS SEASONED EDUCATORS
WHO CONTRIBUTE LONG-TERM VALUE TO SCHOOLS.

DisTrRICT BUDGET AND FUNDING

LOCAL FUNDING SOURCES, INCLUDING PROPERTY TAXES AND STATE AID, IMPACT THE AMOUNT DISTRICTS CAN ALLOCATE
TOWARD TEACHER SALARIES. WEALTHIER DISTRICTS TEND TO OFFER HIGHER PAY SCALES, WHILE DISTRICTS WITH LIMITED
RESOURCES MAY STRUGGLE TO COMPETE IN ATTRACTING AND RETAINING TEACHERS.

REGIONAL AND DISTRICT VARIATIONS

TEACHER PAY IN W/ISCONSIN IS NOT UNIFORM ACROSS ALL REGIONS; SIGNIFICANT VARIATIONS EXIST BETWEEN URBAN,
SUBURBAN, AND RURAL DISTRICTS. THESE DIFFERENCES ARE SHAPED BY LOCAL ECONOMIC CONDITIONS, COST OF LIVING, AND
COMMUNITY PRIORITIES.

URBAN VS. RURAL PAY DIFFERENCES

URBAN DISTRICTS, SUCH AS THOSE IN MIL\W AUKEE AND MADISON, OFTEN OFFER HIGHER SALARIES TO COUNTERBALANCE THE
HIGHER COST OF LIVING AND TO ATTRACT QUALIFIED TEACHERS TO MORE COMPETITIVE LABOR MARKETS. CONVERSELY, RURAL
DISTRICTS MAY HAVE LOWER AVERAGE SALARIES BUT OFTEN OFFER OTHER INCENTIVES TO RETAIN STAFF.

DISTRICT SALARY SCHEDULES

EACH SCHOOL DISTRICT IN W/ISCONSIN MAINTAINS ITS OWN NEGOTIATED SALARY SCHEDULE, WHICH OUTLINES THE PAY RATES
FOR TEACHERS BASED ON EDUCATION AND EXPERIENCE. THESE SCHEDULES CAN VARY WIDELY, REFLECTING LOCAL BARGAINING
AGREEMENTS AND BUDGETARY CONSTRAINTS.

® MILWAUKEE PUBLIC SCHOOLS TYPICALLY HAVE SOME OF THE HIGHEST STARTING SALARIES IN THE STATE.
® SUBURBAN DISTRICTS NEAR MADISON ALSO OFFER COMPETITIVE PAY, OFTEN COUPLED WITH STRONG BENEFITS.

® SMALLER RURAL DISTRICTS MAY HAVE LOWER SALARIES BUT PROVIDE OTHER SUPPORTS SUCH AS SMALLER CLASS SIZES
OR COMMUNITY INTEGRATION.

BeNeriTS AND ADDITIONAL COMPENSATION

BEYOND BASE SALARY, TEACHER PAY IN W/ ISCONSIN OFTEN INCLUDES A COMPREHENSIVE BENEFITS PACKAGE AND OPPORTUNITIES
FOR ADDITIONAL COMPENSATION. THESE ELEMENTS CONTRIBUTE SIGNIFICANTLY TO THE OVERALL VALUE OF A TEACHING
POSITION IN THE STATE.

HeALTH AND RETIREMENT BENEFITS

W/ ISCONSIN TEACHERS TYPICALLY RECEIVE HEALTH INSURANCE AND RETIREMENT BENEFITS THROUGH STATE-MANAGED PROGRAMS.
THE W ISCONSIN RETIREMENT SYSTEM IS A NOTABLE PENSION PLAN THAT PROVIDES LONG-TERM FINANCIAL SECURITY FOR



EDUCATORS AFTER RETIREMENT.

ADDITIONAL STIPENDS AND BONUSES

SOME DISTRICTS OFFER STIPENDS FOR EXTRA DUTIES SUCH AS COACHING, CLUB ADVISING, OR TAKING ON LEADERSHIP ROLES
WITHIN THE SCHOOL. PERFORMANCE BONUSES, WHERE AVAILABLE, MAY REWARD EXCEPTIONAL TEACHING PERFORMANCE OR
ATTAINMENT OF SPECIFIC GOALS.

CoMPARISON WITH NATIONAL AVERAGES

\W/HEN EVALUATING TEACHER PAY IN \X/ISCONSIN, IT IS IMPORTANT TO CONSIDER HOW IT COMPARES TO NATIONAL FIGURES.
W/ ISCONSIN’S AVERAGE TEACHER SALARY GENERALLY ALIGNS WITH OR SLIGHTLY EXCEEDS THE NATIONAL AVERAGE, DEPENDING
ON THE DATA SOURCE AND SPECIFIC YEAR.

ACCORDING TO NATIONAL REPORTS, THE AVERAGE TEACHER SALARY IN THE UNITED STATES IS APPROXIMATELY $65,000.
W/ISCONSIN’S AVERAGE SALARIES RANGE FROM $50,000 To $65,000 DEPENDING ON DISTRICT AND EXPERIENCE, PLACING THE
STATE NEAR THE NATIONAL MEDIAN. HOWEVER, COST OF LIVING DIFFERENCES MUST BE CONSIDERED WHEN MAKING DIRECT
COMPARISONS.

CosT oF LIVING ADJUSTMENTS

W/HILE SOME STATES OFFER HIGHER NOMINAL SALARIES, \W/ISCONSIN’S MODERATE COST OF LIVING ALLOWS TEACHERS TO
MAINTAIN A COMPARABLE OR BETTER STANDARD OF LIVING THAN PEERS IN HIGHER-PAYING BUT MORE EXPENSIVE STATES. THIS
CONTEXTUALIZES THE PAY FIGURES BEYOND SIMPLE SALARY NUMBERS.

ReceNT TRENDS AND PoLicY IMPACTS

TEACHER PAY IN W/ ISCONSIN HAS BEEN SUBJECT TO RECENT CHANGES INFLUENCED BY STATE LEGISLATION, ECONOMIC

IMPACT OF TEACHER SHORTAGES

LIKE MANY STATES, W/ ISCONSIN FACES TEACHER SHORTAGES IN CERTAIN SUBJECT AREAS AND GEOGRAPHIC LOCATIONS. THIS
SHORTAGE HAS LED SOME DISTRICTS TO OFFER SIGNING BONUSES OR HIGHER STARTING PAY TO ATTRACT CANDIDATES,
AFFECTING OVERALL SALARY STRUCTURES.

As oF 2024, THE AVERAGE TEACHER SALARY IN W/ISCONSIN IS APPROXIMATELY $60,000 PER YEAR, THOUGH THIS CAN
