PERSONAL LIVES, TEACHERS APPEAR IN SUPPORTING ROLES OR AS BACKGROUND FIGURES, REFLECTING THE EDUCATIONAL
ENVIRONMENT OF THE ERA. T HESE CHARACTERS ARE DEPICTED WITH VARYING DEGREES OF COMPLEXITY, RANGING FROM STRICT
DISCIPLINARIANS TO NURTURING MENTORS. THEIR PRESENCE UNDERSCORES THE EDUCATIONAL NORMS AND CHALLENGES FACED
DURING THE 19608, A PERIOD MARKED BY BOTH TRADITIONAL VALUES AND EMERGING PROGRESSIVE IDEAS.

CHARACTERIZATION OF TEACHER FIGURES

TeACHERS AS NARRATIVE DEVICES

IN “MAD MEN," TEACHERS OFTEN FUNCTION AS NARRATIVE DEVICES THAT FACILITATE CHARACTER GROWTH AND THEMATIC
EXPLORATION. THEIR ROLES EXTEND BEYOND MERE BACKGROUND FIGURES, SERVING AS CATALYSTS FOR REFLECTION, CONFLICT,
OR REVELATION AMONG THE MAIN CHARACTERS. THROUGH INTERACTIONS WITH TEACHERS, THE SERIES EXPLORES THEMES OF
