Drawing on
interdisciplinary perspectives from theologians, psychologists, and trauma survivors, each essay
examines how overwhelming violence impacts individuals and communities, and how Christian
theology can bear witness to and even participate in the process of healing. The contributors engage
deeply with the stories of trauma survivors, uncovering how trauma theory can challenge and enrich
traditional theological concepts like forgiveness, redemption, and the nature of God. From the
recognition of Jesus as a victim of abuse to the consideration of trauma-informed Christology, this
collection offers an urgent, compassionate, and rigorous theological response to the reality of
trauma.
