Attach the fan mounting bracket to the ceiling box, then mount the fan body.
Connect the fan blades and light kit per manufacturer instructions. Restore
power and test operation of the fan and light independently.

Safety Precautions and Tools Required

remote receiver (if any) is properly installed.

The white wire serves as the neutral wire, completing the electrical circuit
by returning current back to the electrical panel.
