EDUCATION AND TRAINING

APPLICATION DOCUMENTATION

CANDIDATES MUST SUBMIT PROOF OF THEIR WORK EXPERIENCE AND TRAINING WHEN APPLYING TO TAKE THE TEST. THIS
DOCUMENTATION MAY INCLUDE WORK VERIFICATION FORMS, APPRENTICESHIP CERTIFICATES, OR LETTERS FROM LICENSED

ExAM CONTENT AND STRUCTURE

ASSIGNED INDIVIDUAL WORKSTATIONS AND MUST COMPLY WITH ALL TESTING RULES AND REGULATIONS.

AFTER THE EXAM

UpPoN COMPLETION, CANDIDATES RECEIVE THEIR SCORES AND INFORMATION REGARDING THE NEXT STEPS IN OBTAINING THEIR
