opportunity, and social mobility; they provide a vital, accessible, and affordable education for nearly
12 million first-generation, economically-disadvantaged, and minoritized students; are engines of
local workforce and economic development; and enroll nearly half of all students who go on to
complete a four-year degree; they remain the least resourced and the least funded institutions in the
United States. Offering the insights of the former president of Greenfield Community
College—located in Massachusetts’s poorest rural county—who was a national leader in community
college and higher education organizations as well as closely involved with local businesses and
organizations; and commentary and background data provided by Professor of Higher Education and
Chair of the Department of Leadership in Education at the University of Massachusetts Boston, this
book addresses the challenges that community colleges face as they strive to achieve their complex
missions in a changing world.
